The weatherproof color camera of the stabo smart i_control wirelessly transmits video and audio signals of the
monitored area to the monitor. Its digital technology is used to assure a transmission which is almost free from
interferences and secure against eavesdropping thus protecting your privacy.

You can either keep the monitored area in permanent view via the monitor or have the camera images displayed
only, the Video Motion Detection function detects movements. The area detection feature offers the possibility
of restricting motion detection to predefined areas.
